Week 1: Who Jesus Is (John 1–7)
· Day 1 – John 1:1–14
Statement: Jesus is the Word of God who came to bring light and life.
Reflection: How does it change my view of Jesus to know He has always existed and still chose to come for me?

· Day 2 – John 2:1–11
Statement: Jesus’ first miracle shows His power to transform and bring joy.
Reflection: Where do I need Jesus to bring change in my life?

Day 3 – John 3:16–17
Statement: God sent Jesus not to condemn but to save.
Reflection: Do I really believe Jesus came to save me personally?

· Day 4 – John 4:13–14
Statement: Jesus offers living water that satisfies our deepest thirst.
Reflection: What am I “thirsty” for right now, and how can I let Jesus fill that need?

· Day 5 – John 5:24
Statement: Believing in Jesus brings eternal life.
Reflection: How does this promise give me hope today?

· Day 6 – John 6:35
Statement: Jesus is the bread of life who satisfies forever.
Reflection: What do I turn to instead of Jesus to feel satisfied?

· Day 7 – John 7:37–38
Statement: Jesus gives the Holy Spirit like living water flowing in us.
Reflection: Do I allow the Spirit to flow through me into the lives of others?

Week 2: The Teachings & Miracles of Jesus (John 8–14)
· Day 8 – John 8:12
Statement: Jesus is the light of the world.
Reflection: Where in my life do I need His light to shine?

· Day 9 – John 9:25
Statement: The blind man testifies, “I was blind, but now I see.”
Reflection: How has Jesus opened my eyes?

· Day 10 – John 10:11
Statement: Jesus is the Good Shepherd who lays down His life.
Reflection: How can I listen more closely to His voice?

· Day 11 – John 11:25–26
Statement: Jesus is the resurrection and the life.
Reflection: How does this truth give me peace about the future?

· Day 12 – John 12:26
Statement: Following Jesus means serving and honoring Him.
Reflection: What is one way I can serve Him this week?

· Day 13 – John 13:14–15
Statement: Jesus showed humility by washing His disciples’ feet.
Reflection: Who can I serve in humility today?

· Day 14 – John 14:6
Statement: Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life.
Reflection: Do I truly believe Jesus is the only way to God?

Week 3: The Cross & Resurrection (John 15–21)
· Day 15 – John 15:5
Statement: We can do nothing apart from Jesus.
Reflection: What areas of my life do I try to handle without Him?

· Day 16 – John 16:33
Statement: Jesus has overcome the world.
Reflection: How can this truth give me courage in struggles?

· Day 17 – John 17:20–21
Statement: Jesus prayed for us to be united in Him.
Reflection: How can I live in unity with other believers?

· Day 18 – John 18:37
Statement: Jesus came to testify to the truth.
Reflection: How do I respond when people question truth today?

· Day 19 – John 19:30
Statement: On the cross, Jesus finished the work of salvation.
Reflection: What does it mean to me that my salvation is complete in Him?

· Day 20 – John 20:29
Statement: Blessed are those who believe without seeing.
Reflection: How can I strengthen my faith when I can’t “see” God at work?

· Day 21 – John 21:17
Statement: Jesus calls us to love Him and care for others.
Reflection: How can I show my love for Jesus by serving others today?
